ZORA.

ZORA.
What / hypothesis?

PILAR.
The intentions—
I have the right intentions—

ZORA.
You—

PILAR.

And my cancer—

It’s stage four now.

The same as CeCe when she died.
I'm a match.

It will be like when CeCe came—
And offered herself.
